Please attach a Word doc with a list of images corresponding to the number of the image and title; include the following:
Complete accurate dimensions (length, width, depth, & approximate weight) and the medium.

Space is limited. When choosing work to submit please keep in mind that each panel of the display space has the
following dimensions: Height — 7°.5”, Depth — 16", Width — 3’ and 5”
